Updating the firmware:

1. Download this to your desktop:   ftp://ftp.linksys.com/pub/befsr41/befsr-fw-1442.zip
2. unzip it and dbl click on tftp.exe

3. server is 192.168.1.1  ,  password: is admin (unless you changed it),   and browse to the code.bin that unzipped with it. And click update

opening the ports:

1. goto   http://192.168.1.1   leave username blank, and for the password, put admin  (unless you changed it)

2. click the advanced tab at the top

3. click the forwarding tab

4. under where it says ‘Ext Port’  put  80  to   29920

5. check both the TCP and the UDP  and make sure its pointing to your 192.168.1.100 (or whatever your internal ip is)

6. check the enable box at the end, then click the apply button at the bottom

7. it should say settings successful or something like that

8 close all windows out.

Configuring your network card (this is important):

1. got start, then control panel

2. dbl click ‘Network connections’

3. right click on ‘Local area connection’ and click ‘Properties’

4. put a dot beside ‘use the following ip address’ 

5. for the ip, put your EXTERNAL ip, to get that ip goto http://www.whatismyip.com
6. for the subnet put 255.255.255.0

7. for gateway put 192.168.1.1

8. click ok
